CHARACTER EXTRAVAGANZA!!

Below are a bunch of really fun, creative activities you could create using the characters from whichever Independent Reading novel you have read this month. These are just a few ideas, so if you have done something creative in a previous class, don’t be afraid suggest it to me. Again, this project is about choice, so please choose a project that interests and engages you. 
This is an individual project and the project will be done in class (unless you don’t use your time wisely, in which case part of it will be taken home!):

· Rule #1 ( You must choose one character who encompasses the idea of BELONGING.
· Rule #2( You have to pick one of these options or have an idea approved by me beforehand. You will have to redo the project if you do not use an idea on the list without approval.

· Rule #3( You have to actually put forth effort into whatever activity you choose. Meaning, this project should be typed or neatly written, colorful, creative, and clean (i.e. should not have coffee/pop stains, rips on pages, scribbles, pencil smears, crumbled-stuffed-in-folder edges, etc.).
· Rule #4( Because all awesome activities in school are tied to learning, you must write a paragraph in BOX FORMAT, answering the following question: 
HOW DOES THIS PROJECT RELATE TO THE CHARACTER? 
PROJECT OPTIONS!! 

1. Design a breakfast cereal: what kind of breakfast cereal would one of the characters eat? Design the front and back of a box of cereal named after a character. On the front, illustrate what the cereal would look like and put a picture/symbol of your character. On the back, write a description of what the cereal is made of and relate it to your character. 

2. What car would your character drive? Design a car your character would ride in. Draw the car and explain its features then explain why your character would drive in this type of car. 

3. Design a t-shirt: What would your character’s clever catch phrase be on his/her t-shirt? Use your imagination (make sure it’s school appropriate) and decide on a font style and color, and say what color the shirt would be. 

4. Write your character’s theme song: Write at least 10 lines of lyrics for your character. If you can, decide on the music the lines would go along with (such as “Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star” or “Mission Impossible”). If you get crazy, you can record your beautiful voice singing the song on Doceri. 
5. Write a character recipe: If your character were a recipe, what would his/her ingredients be? For instance, a character could be 3 parts evil and 1 part manipulative. For this recipe, include a list of 4-5 ingredients and a brief description of how to assemble. For example, mix all evils together, and add manipulative little by little, making sure to stir thoroughly. Then create a graphic (ex—a pie chart) to go along with the recipe. 

6. Create a Twitter Page/Instagram Page for your character: What would your character tweet? What would his/her twitter name be? What twit pics would he/she post? What hashtags would he/she write? I have a template for you to use if you choose this project! 
7. Fashion design: Design two outfits your character would wear in the course of the novel. Make sure they are school appropriate (i.e. do not have them wear their birthday suit) and then explain why they would wear these outfits.

8.  Talk Show: Pretend you are the talk show host and you are interviewing your character. What is your talk show program name? What would you ask your character? Write a dialogue between you and your character. You should ask the character at least FIVE open-ended questions. Make this a meaningful conversation; get in an in depth conversation with the character.

Whatever you choose should clearly show elements of your character’s personality traits.

Don’t forget to write an explanation of what you created (The question you should answer is stated in Rule #4)!
